B. Proposal for integrating graduate students into ASMC

i. Want to present ideas to full board Monday October 26th.
ii. Want to create either a class council, senate position, or a general graduate student representative.

iii. Interested in having grad students involved, however, it may be unfair to open it up for a male grad student to be president of an all-women’s college.

a. Marjan seconds.

iv. Grad students would provide a link and would become a resource to undergrads.  It would also create a sense of attachment for graduate students to the school. 

v. May be interesting and create new ideas to have graduate students (such as Angela) involved in student government.

vi. There have been major requests in the past for funding to supplement the research and/or traveling expenses.

a. Perhaps we could have a separate fund for graduate students?

b. May adjust wording for standards for funding to account for this; funding for conferences or research may not reflect club funding mission statement.

c. Does graduate students have a program such as UROP? They may have in the past, but not any more.

vii. Funding is for the “college experience”, not for academic purposes.

viii. ASMC membership is received through paying ASMC fees. 

ix. State schools have graduate students mixed with undergrads, so they have to pay into the student fees.

x. How fair is it to have graduate students pay student fees, but not allow them to run for the executive board.

xi. Graduate student board (Associated Graduate Students of Mills College) that co-exists with ASMC?  Or maybe create a co-presidency?

xii. Maybe create a graduate students committee and have a representative on the executive or senate board?

xiii. Could graduate students pay a lesser fee in exchange for non-executive board meeting?

xiv. By having separate entity for graduate students, they would have less longevity because they have a fast turnover.

xv. AC transit has sparked issue because ASMC took the fee on, and because graduate students are not included in ASMC, they were not able to receive AC transit passes.

xvi. Will grad students be able to create and maintain a AGSMC?

xvii. Graduate students want more interaction with other graduate students, not necessarily with other undergraduate students.

xviii. Do undergrads want more interactions with the graduate students?  What do our constituents feel about this topic?

xix. Do graduate students want to be more involved in the events side or the policy side of ASMC?

xx. Need to understand what our non-negotiable are, such as not having a male president.

xxi. Could have combined meetings, senate meetings, and executive board meetings with graduate students.

xxii. Maybe create a “class council” of graduate students, with a representative on the executive board.

xxiii. Would get 40% more money if graduate students were to pay into ASMC fees.

xxiv. If a percentage of students on senate were taken, students on senate would equate to 5% of all students, or 1% on the executive board.
